Candidates can login to download their hall tickets from 24/06/2025 from 12:00 PM
onwards.

Candidates must bring a print copy of hall ticket and original photo id and xerox (PAN Card
/ Aadhar Card/ Driving License/ Passport/ Voter ID Card) to the exam center.

Candidate must take care about signatures on Hall ticket and half part of hall ticket must
return to invigilator without failure.

Ph.D. Admission Entrance Examination 2025-26 has 50 multiple-choice questions on
research methodology, and 50 questions from the candidate's chosen subject.

Time for examination remains 90 minutes only and there will be no negative marking.

Candidate must report to examination center before 30 minutes of examination time. No
candidate will be allowed after starting of examination.

Candidates will not be allowed to leave the examination hall until the examination is over.
Candidates are not allowed to carry any electronic gadgets, such as Calculator, Smart
Phone, Smart Watch, Cellular Phone, Satellite Phone, Digital Diarie, Pager, etc.
If visually impaired candidates required writer, He/She must apply in written well in advance
to the Registrar of University.

Smoking and taking tea/refreshment etc., by the candidates in the examination hall/room is
strictly prohibited.

Any candidate found employing unfair practices in the test hall / room may be disqualified
at any point of the admission process.

No change of place in examination hall and time for any candidate in any circumstances.
Each candidate shall have to produce his/her Hall Ticket and original ID Proof on demand
by the Invigilator/Examination Superintendent/Observer.

Candidates must follow the Supervisor's / Invigilator's instructions given in the exam room.
The university will post the admission exam results online and invite qualifying candidates
to the Viva-voce.
